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Some children arrive at school with very little English, so we realised at Belfield that we needed to implement the Young Interpreters Scheme. 
The children may be asked to support a new child in the playground or in their class or they may show children/new families around the school. 

Our first Young Interpreters have now finished their training and are very excited about their new role in school. They received their badges and certificates in a special assembly where they were introduced to the whole school. 
We meet regularly to share the ways we have helped other children and to play games or take part in activities to improve our understanding of how to support children with English as an additional language.

The Young Interpreters Scheme is s fantastic way of celebrating the many different languages and cultures within our school, whilst helping EAL learners improve their English.
On Friday 12th July we were invited to a Young Interpreters Conference at Heywood Sports Village where we met Young Interpreters from other schools across the borough, learnt sign language, took part in an arts experience and joined in with a musical extravaganza. It was a thoroughly enjoyable afternoon. Well Done!
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NURSERY
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It has been a fun term in Nursery! We began the term by reading traditional stories. 	FREE SCHOOL MEALS
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As you may be aware all children in reception, year 1 and year 2 who currently pay for school dinners or bring a packed lunch from home are entitled to a Universal Infant Free School Meal (UIFSM), irrespective of income and family circumstances. 

However, if you think you may be entitled to Free School Meals if you or your partner is receiving benefits, please call into the school office to fill in a form.  If your circumstances change in the future and you then receive benefits, you will need to apply for free school meals (FSM) in the usual way as the new arrangements do not take this into account.
From September the cost of a school dinner will increase to £11.00 per week (£2.20 per day) for all other children in Key Stage Two. All dinner money must be paid on Monday morning or online and if we receive no dinner money after two weeks your child will require a packed lunch or be sent home for dinners. Your debt will then be sent onto a debt collecting agency for payment and further costs could be accrued. Thank you.


	TEXT SERVICE
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We will be reminding parents of our up and coming events etc by text so please make sure the office has your recent mobile number. If you are not registered with school for the texting service, please call into the school office and give your details. We also have the facility to now e-mail parents so if you have an e-mail address please provide this. It is extremely important that school can notify you by text or e-mail, not only for events but in case of an emergency. Many thanks.



	PARKING

Children are required to attend school for 190 days. If your child has an attendance of 95% this is equal to 9 days absent, approx. 2 weeks absent and 50 lessons missed!!

A reminder that all late children must be signed in at the school office in the morning, and also at home time. Thank you. 

There has been a sharp rise in the number of families taking children out of school for appointments. Please make dentist and doctors’ appointments after school or during the school holidays. Thank you.
