You can now apply for your child’s Reception place for September 2020. Apply at www.rochdale.gov.uk/schooladmissions  or call into No 1 Riverside for more information. The closing date for applications is Wednesday 15th January 2020.
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FREE SCHOOL MEALS
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As you may be aware all children in reception, year 1 and year 2 who currently pay for school dinners or bring a packed lunch from home are entitled to a Universal Infant Free School Meal (UIFSM), irrespective of income and family circumstances. 

However, if you think you may be entitled to Free School Meals if you or your partner is receiving benefits, please call into the school office to fill in a form.  If your circumstances change in the future and you then receive benefits, you will need to apply for free school meals (FSM) in the usual way as the new arrangements do not take this into account.
From September the cost of a school dinner will increase to £11.00 per week (£2.20 per day) for all other children in Key Stage Two. All dinner money must be paid on Monday morning or online and if we receive no dinner money after two weeks your child will require a packed lunch or be sent home for dinners. Your debt will then be sent onto a debt collecting agency for payment and further costs could be accrued. Thank you.
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TEXT SERVICE
We will be reminding parents of our up and coming events etc by text so please make sure the office has your recent mobile number. If you are not registered with school for the texting service, please call into the school office and give your details. We also have the facility to now e-mail parents so if you have an e-mail address please provide this. It is extremely important that school can notify you by text or e-mail, not only for events but in case of an emergency.

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ATTENDANCE & PUNCTUALITY

A huge thank you to all parents who are sending their children into school on time.  If your child is absent from school please remember it is your duty to contact school and let us know the reason before 9.00am on the day.

“Last year’s attendance was 94.7% which is lower than the last 3 years. Obviously this is a cause for concern. In 2017/18, 486 school days were lost due to families taking Extended Leave and 1600 school days were lost due to illness. For those children who are off school regularly, this will have a negative impact on their learning and progress. Please bring children into school whenever possible.”

A reminder that all late children must be signed in at the school office using the electronic system in the morning, and also at home time. If they are late 5 times we will be writing to you, any additional lates you will be required to attend a meeting in school. We will also be inviting you to attend a meeting if you are consistently late picking your child up.
Thank you.
